Granting Concessions to Graduates Employed in
Clarical and Allied Grades in the Public Service.

The Government has realised the necessity to widen the opportunities
for the Graduates employed in Clarical and Allied Services in the Public
Service and the Provincial Public Service, to appear for the examinations
for higher posts. Therefore the government has decided to grant them the
following concessions in recruitments and promotions.

02. From 26.01.1993 all officers who are in charge of recruitments and
promotions to Posts in the Public Service and Provincial Public Service,
where the degree is required as a basic qualifications should ensure to,

(a) remove the age limit for these officers and other officers
  with a Degree who are holding non-staff grade posts in
  Public Service, in recruitment to Sri Lanka Administrative
  Service, Sri Lanka Overseas Service, Labour Officers Service,
          Customs Service, Authorized Officers Service etc.

(b) allow these officers to sit for examinations required
  at recruitment level without any limit on the number of
           occations they could sit for such examinations,

(c) absorb them into the Graduates Placement Scheme without
  any change in their present renumeration, conditions of
           work, concessions enjoyed by them etc.
